Building Progress

Those of you who have been into school in recent days will have noticed the tremendous amount of building work which is taking place across
both schools on the campus. In our case, work over the summer holiday has focused on the construction of an extra floor and lift access to the
older west wing of the building. This work, together with the construction of a gymnasium and a covered rooftop playground, will be completed
by Easter 2012. Next summer will see some internal reconfiguration with a larger library, a Learning Support area and an improved reception as
the main features.

Following meetings with the architect and the construction company, we have been assured that work is proceeding to schedule and all
arrangements will be in place to welcome the children on Tuesday. Work will continue throughout the next two terms, but every effort will be
made to avoid disruption to the children's learning. All noisy work, for instance, will be restricted to after school timings. The presence of
scaffolding and safety hoardings means that we will be faced with reduced play areas for two terms and we have made arrangements to use part
of the playground space at the College should it prove necessary. We are hoping that it won't.
